5. “Soft tunnels”- Buy at a fabric store -  ask for material that comes in a tube and is for cuffs

6. T-stools(for teacher directed times)

7. Sensory bins – can be filled with rice, sand, water, cheerios, birdseed, etc.

8. Weighted lap pads (make w/towels and weights or rice packets)
