	Your parents want you to go to dinner with them at the same time your favorite TV show is on.

	You and your sister (or brother) have to decide who is going to do the dishes and who is going to walk the dog.  You both want to walk the dog.


	You wash, your brother dries and you walk the dog together.



	You and your friend are going to rent a movie.  You want a scary movie and your friend wants a comedy.  


	You get both types of movies and watch both together.

	You are in line in the cafeteria with a friend.  You both want an ice cream sandwich.  There is only one left.


	You get the ice cream sandwich, your friend buys a cookie and you split both desserts.

	You want to use the computer in the family room.  Your sister (or brother) has friends over and wants to watch a movie in the family room.


	You put on headphones so you can’t hear the TV and the sound from your computer game doesn’t bother your sister and her friends.

	Your parents want you to go to dinner with them at the same time your favorite TV show is on.


	You ask your parents to wait for ½ hour so you can finish watching your show and then you’ll go to dinner with them.

	Your group in social studies has to work together on a presentation.  Everyone wants to work on the Power Point and no-one wants to do the research.


	You split up the research and each person gets to do the slide on the topic that he/she researches.
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
