· Refer to the topic and strategies in real situations

· Reinforce your child when he/she practices what has been learned

What he/she learned:

1. Ways to respond to a conversation
a. With “feedback” (comments)

b. With a question

c. With an answer

2. How to take turns and stay on topic
a. Wait for a pause, don’t interrupt
b. Don’t talk too long, stop and give other person a chance to talk
c. Same topic for several turns
d. Ask follow-up questions (“wh” questions)
3. How to Shift Topics with a transition phrase (“that reminds me”; “by the way”)
4. How to end a conversation
a. Ask one more question or on-topic follow up question

b. Use and ending statement (“gotta go”, “have to get to class”)

c. Say good-bye
