More Snow!
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No, No, Don't Eat That!

Goal: Express core word “more”
Vocabulary:
· More

· play
· home
· school
· want
· not
Lesson Plan:
· Read the story “More Snow” with the students
· When you have finished reading the book, ask the student to indicate whether he or she wants to read more. Model the phrase “want more” or “no more”. 

· During classroom tasks, encourage use of the “more”.

Activities/Interactive Games:
·  “More” Safari - affix “more snow” on snowflakes around the environment, find all of them Could make more complex by targeting previously learned core words.
·  Dance Party – tell all the students to ask for “more” dance when the music stops. Make more complex by having student say, “go” to start the music. 

·  “More” Movement – Decide the target (e.g., hopping, clapping, waving, etc.) or provide random options by pulling them from a hat. One student tells the group “go” to start or “stop” to end and then calls out “more” or “again” 

· “More” Silly Faces – The student tells the group to “go” to do a silly face, everyone looks at each other’s silly face, the student then calls out to do “more” and everyone does another silly face, etc.
· Bring in a snow globe and have the student ask for “more” to see the snow swirl.
Math:
· Tally/graph (e.g. “how many goldfish?”). Give one and then have the students use “more”.
·  Opinion poll, e.g. “Which do you like more?”, “which is “more” fun?, etc. 

Real-Life Activities:
• Do an activity the student likes or tolerates for short periods (something with lots of stops and starts). Have him/her tell you to continue by producing, “more” and “stop.”

• Have the student offer materials/snack to other students asking if they want “more.”

• Turn the television/lights/music off “by accident” so that the students can request “more.”
Reading:

• Silly fill-in-the-blank stories - Ask the student to fill in the blanks when you read the story (e.g. “He wanted “more”, there is no “more”)  
• Read to the student and stop in the middle so that the student can request “more.”
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
