                  And That Is Good!!

When kids go to school they sometimes take tests or do work that the teacher checks.  
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Sometimes kids get everything correct.  That gives them 100%. 
 Sometimes kids get almost all of them correct.  Then they get a score in the 90’s.  This is actually a really good thing.
If a kid gets 100% all the time, it might mean the work was too easy for him.  If a kid gets in the 90’s that means the work was just right for him and it was a good test or a good paper.  It was probably perfect for that kid!
