[image: ]LESSON:  I Can Handle Lockdown Drills

OUTLINE

I. Introduce the topic of Lockdown Drills.  Ask students if they’ve ever experienced a Lockdown Drill.  What did they have to do during the drill?

II. Talk about how important it is to have a plan in the event of a dangerous situation so that everyone stays safe. 

III. Explain that there are strategies that the students will learn in today’s lesson that will help them handle Lockdown Drills when they occur.

1. Remember PAL – Pause, Adult, Listen
2. Hide where trusted adult tells you
3. Stay quiet
4. Your teacher will close down the room – don’t open the door!
5. Wait for the signal
6. Talk about it

IV. Review the key strategies with the students.  See if they can recall what each point means.

V. Discuss what to do if the student isn’t in his classroom when a Lockdown Drill occurs.

VI. Pass out the magnet cards.
