[image: ]LESSON: My Actions Have Consequences

OUTLINE

I. Introduce the topic of Consequences.  Ask students if know what a “consequence” is.  Explain that today’s lesson will help them define the word and give them ways to get positive outcomes from their actions

II. Talk about how the choices we make can impact ourselves and others.

III. Explain that it’s important to think before we act because our actions have consequences.

IV. Define “consequences.”  Discuss good and not so good consequences that can be a result of our actions.

V. Explain that there are 5 things to remember that may help ensure more positive outcomes:

· Stop
· Think what might happen
· Ask for help if unsure
· Think how actions can make others feel
· Remember that my actions have consequences

VI. Review the key points of the lesson with the students
