[image: ]LESSON: I Can Be Kind to Animals

OUTLINE

I. Introduce the topic of today’s lesson.  Ask students if they have pets at home.  Ask for their examples of being kind to their animals

II. Ask students for their definition of “being kind”.

III. Explain that being kind is treating animals with care and respect – being gentle and friendly. Taking care of their needs is being kind.

IV. Today they’ll learn 5 Ways to Be Kind to Animals

1. Use a soft voice and gentle touch
2. Feed healthy food and clean water every day
3. Never hurt animals or tease them
4. Tell an adult if an animal is lost or hurt
5. Give animals space if they need it
